Artifact Reflection
Title of Artifact: Chicka Chicka Boom Boom        Date Completed: Spring 2013
Describe Artifact
In the Spring of 2013 I created five lesson plans for Methods of Language Arts.  Each lesson builds on different skills that can be taught using the book Chicka Chicka Boom Boom by Bill Martin Jr. and John Archambault.  The different emphases are in the areas of listening, reading, viewing, visually representing, and writing. The main focus of these lessons is literacy.  
Alignment Reflection
This artifact best supports Standard 7 (The teacher plans instruction that supports every student in meeting rigorous learning goals by drawing upon knowledge of content areas, curriculum, cross-disciplinary skill, and pedagogy, as well as knowledge of learners and the community context).

For the listening lesson, students will actively listen to the read aloud while answering comprehension questions.  Students will also predict what will happen throughout the story.

Next, the children will read with a partner, pointing out words they can read.

For the viewing lesson, students will learn about wordless books.  The words in Chicka Chicka Boom Boom will be covered up and students will tell a story from the illustrations on the pages.

Next, the class as a whole will rewrite some of the sentences in the book for the writing lesson.

Finally, to cover visual representation, students will design their own cover of a book using letter and colors similar the book.

Personal Reflection
I was able to look at one lesson and expand it to reach several areas of literacy.  Even though creating several lessons was time consuming, I was covering several content areas and standards.  I understand not all lessons could be performed by all students; therefore I was able to add accommodations and adaptations.
My short term goals for these lessons are to look for other ways to assess students on the learning outcomes.  One of my long term goals would be to combine more than one content area in a lesson.  Keeping this in mind, my objective is to expand other lessons that only cover one area of literacy.
